	· Improved provision in the core curriculum.  The Complete PE curriculum has supported teachers in their subject knowledge and confidence in teaching PE. This has been further supported by a wider offer through specialist sports coaches from Elm Sports and a skills swap programme with Arsenal In The Community.
· Widened participation in after school’s clubs and the variety of sports provided including football, tennis, badminton, rugby and dance. 
· Increased participation in intra and inter school competitions through 
enrolment in Islington Sports Service Level Agreement.
· Further development and investment in the outside play space of the new school building to include high quality physical play opportunities for all children 0-11 and implementation of new Positive Playtime Initiative. 
· Improved lunch provision (with a focus on physical and mental well-being) thanks to appointment of specialist sports coaches who deliver organised sports during lunch period.
· Children offered more and more opportunities to be active in the outdoor environment, particularly through access to the natural environment, forest school, gardening activities and adventurous activities.
· Orienteering now included in the PE curriculum.
· Parental engagement in healthy lifestyles through EYFS Kitchen Club, gardening club and workshops run by the Country Trust.

	There has been a significant improvement in the range of clubs on  offer to children. This has been provided by both external providers (e.g. Arsenal, Elm Sports) and school staff and has included football, badminton, tennis, dance, gymnastics, tag rugby, gardening.

	Children now demonstrate improved level of fitness and skill when playing against other schools in intra-schools sports competitions.
Children have experienced a much broader range of sports than in previous years : tag rugby, orienteering, badminton, tennis and basketball.


Forest school lead has now completed Level 3 Forest School training and 6 members of staff have completed Level 1.

All children now take part in a carefully planned sequence of forest school learning from EYFS to Year 6, delivered by a fully qualified, specialist teacher. 
Additional sessions of outdoor learning have been provided to all year groups through The Garden Classroom and to Year 3 through The Country Trust Food Discovery Project. 

Children now much more involved in active learning outside the classroom and children and families more familiar with local green spaces and the play opportunities they provide

Children in Year 5 worked on the Wild in the City project which supported their learning in science and global citizenship units on sustainability and the environment.

All children have used their learning in Forest school to make links with science learning.

Children in Year 5 used their orienteering skills learned in PE and geography to great success in a recent borough orienteering competition – winning a silver medal. 





Playtimes are now much more active with a greater range of games and sports being played including skipping, hula hoops, French elastics etc.























Daily Mile is fully embedded in the school day and this has had a marked improvement in children’s levels of fitness.

	New sports equipment ordered including sports nets, badminton, tennis, rounders and basketball equipment which has widened children’s sports opportunities. 




Questionnaire was distributed to children to give them a voice in what sports and activities they would like to participate in children to see which sports they would like to do at playtime. 

Children have really enjoyed the new sports and games opportunities they have been given at playtimes particularly multi-sports games managed by the sports coaches and skipping and hula-hoops at breaktime.






Several classes have participated in growing healthy food. Children take responsibility for their beds and have regular gardening lessons. Children are enthusiastic and engaged in gardening. The school participated in a Country Trust funded project “Food Discovery” that involved classes growing and cooking healthy food and running stalls at the family picnic to sell their products

	Observations have ensured that children have access to effective teaching of PE.

Monitoring has shown that teachers deliver PE effectively across all years, and outside providers such as sports coaches (Arsenal, Middlesex cricket club) provide highly engaging lessons for all pupils. Engaging teaching of PE has helped foster a love of sports and children are keen to engage in sports clubs such as badminton, football and tennis. Progression through the units of work is shown, and teachers have started using the knowledge organiser to understand the journey of learning for each unit. Pupils have attended multiple sporting tournaments this year, which has helped raise engagement levels and encouraged more children to get involved in sports.
Skills map ensures appropriate skills are taught and curriculum gives children a range of skills throughout their time at primary school. Children are receiving a better sequenced progression of skills.




Children have received specialist coaching through Arsenal in a range of sports. Coaching at lunchtimes has embedded the curriculum allowing children to practice and develop new skills.

Teachers have benefited in all KS1 and 2 classes from the Arsenal Skill Swap programme and have taught alongside Arsenal coaches for a half term. All teachers attended INSET on teaching PE run by Arsenal. This was tailored to areas identified by teachers and the PE Lead as areas for development. Teachers have also worked alongside Middlesex cricket during a cricket coaching day.





MOVERS audit showed effective practice and provision across EYFS 0-5 in Physical Development. Areas identified for development were regular opportunities for children to use KS1 /2 climbing equipment and review of the PE curriculum to ensure readiness for the KS1 curriculum.

Continue to monitor with a focus on ensuring teachers are using questioning whilst teaching core skills to embed elements of metacognition strategies.
