Can you tell us a bit about your work?

Rhian is involved in ‘Teaching and Learning’ and she helps Teachers to learn about Humanism and how to support their students to be able to think deeply, ask lots of questions, explore ideas and perspectives and discover new things.  Rhian herself is a ‘Humanist’. 

What do you like most about what you do?

Rhian loves the fun and creative side of her job.  She gets to design training to be used online and gets to decide how she teaches adults about humanism.  

What learning and experience did you need to get your job?

Rhian studied Science and in particular ‘genetics’. Rhian was inspired to study science because she has a younger sister who has a disability and she wanted to be able to understand her condition.
