Can you tell us a bit about your work?

Katie is a GP, which is a doctor that most people visit when they have a health issue.  She listens to patients; may feel their tummies; take their blood pressure; listen to their heart or lungs and take their temperatures. Katie really wanted to be a doctor since she was 9 years old.  She says she really is one of those people who when they make a decision about something, she goes for it.  

Do you have any other dreams for your future?

Katie would love to travel the world and continue to meet people from different cultures.
