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Katie tells the children at Moreland about her role at Wilmott Dixon

Can you tell us a bit about your work?

Katie helps the insides of buildings to be designed and created. She is currently working on a project just over the road from Moreland Primary School at the moment.  I make sure that all of the drawings that are made of the designs get to the right people so that the insides of buildings are created and finished on time.   

What do you like most about what you do?

Katie likes the variety in her work.  She loves being in charge of the drawings and also speaking with the customers to make sure that they get what they have asked for.    
What learning and experience did you need to get your job?
