Rosie Scott:  Barrister working at Essex Chambers in EC1  
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Rosie tells us about her role as a Barrister and the type of cases she works on.   

Can you tell us a bit about your work?

Rosie works as a Barrister for Essex Chambers which is based in London, EC1.  A Barrister is a type of lawyer that works in courts and Rosie’s work involves helping people about how decisions are made in their lives.
