	We are very proud of all our new little ones who have settled so nicely in Willow Class. They have been busy exploring the environment and building relationships with grown-ups and peers. In addition, a big warm welcome to our amazing new teacher, Lauren, who has been a crucial part in supporting the little ones with this transition.  
In EYFS, we have been exploring identity and family through our theme All About Me! Children have had the opportunity to learn about different types of families through exciting stories and have been keen to share about their own families. The children were excited to share family pictures with their peers and talk about special memories. We have also been exploring questions like ‘What makes me special/different?’, ‘What do I like about my friends?’, as well as ‘Who are the special people in my life?’ 
In the last few weeks, children have been looking at pictures of themselves and their peers from when they were babies. They have loved trying to guess who is who! 
We will continue exploring the theme All About Me after half term. If any of you would like to come in to talk to the children about your own childhood, where you grew up or your family, we would greatly appreciate it. 

	Year 1
Maple /

	 In Maple Class, we have become historians and have been learning about Mary Anning and her discoveries on the Jurassic Coast. We have learned about how fossils are formed and even created our own Jurassic coastline in Geography. In Art, we have used clay to make fossils and have been exploring printing techniques using foam and rollers.
This term, Year 1 have been learning all about Mary Anning through our class text Stone Girl, Bone Girl. We explored how fossils are formed and created our own fossils in art using a range of exciting materials. In English, the children stepped into role and wrote diary entries as if they were Mary herself, sharing her discoveries and adventures. We also went on an exciting trip to the Natural History Museum, where we were amazed to see the huge Ichthyosaur fossil, bringing our learning to life.

	Year 2
Cherry /
Pine
	English - This term we will be writing a fairy tale and a character description. We will explore the text through drama and role play activities. We will be completing daily whole class reading sessions looking at our core text. In maths - This half term we will be looking at money, multiplication and division. We will also be consolidating number knowledge in Mastering Number sessions. In science we are learning about Living things and their habitats. The children will identify what is alive, what is not, and what all living things have in common. They will explore where plants and animals live, how food chains work, and why plants and animals depend on each other. In Art we are looking at drawing and Sculpture: Clay Dragon’s Eyes Focus Artists: Gustave Moreau In DT we are creating 3D structures of castles.  

	Year 3
Palm /

	The children have been busy researching the internet to gather fascinating facts about mountains, volcanoes, and earthquakes. They have shown great curiosity and enthusiasm for their learning. In Maths, we have been learning how to solve simple word problems involving addition and subtraction with regrouping. In English, we have explored the key features of adventure stories and created our own exciting stories inspired by our core text, Tom and the Island of Dinosaurs.
In Science, we will be learning about different types of rocks and their properties. In Global Citizenship, the children are learning about identity and diversity, sharing thoughtful ideas and listening respectfully to one another. Throughout the week, the children have made very useful and constructive contributions during class discussions.

	Year 4
Fir/
Birch
	This half term, Year 4 have been working hard across the curriculum. In English, they have begun an exciting new unit called News wise, developed by The Guardian, which aims to help children understand, critically navigate and report real news. As part of this unit, pupils are working towards creating their own audio news broadcasts, with some reports based on the new museum in Cairo displaying Tutankhamun’s tomb. This links closely with computing lessons, where children are developing podcasting skills such as recording, editing and presenting audio. In reading, the pupils have been exploring a novel based on the discovery of Tutankhamun’s tomb and have been highly engaged with the text. This enthusiasm has continued into history and geography lessons, where they have further developed their understanding of Ancient Egypt and made strong cross-curricular links.  

	Year 5
Rowan /
Sycamore
	In year 5 children have been reading Beowulf and have taken inspiration from the story to write their own myth in English. In maths children have been working on multiplication and division and learning different methods to tackle problems involving regrouping. In science we have been learning about forces, conducting experiments and analysing our data. 

	Year 6
Cedar /
Oak
	Year 6 pupils have been busy investigators this term, tackling big ideas across the curriculum as they prepare for their SATs. In geography, children explored global trade, discovering how everyday items such as food, clothes and electronics travel across the world and why trade is important for different countries. Meanwhile, in science lessons, pupils became body experts by learning about the human circulatory system, focusing on the vital role of blood in transporting oxygen, nutrients and waste around the body. These topics have helped pupils develop strong reading, writing and reasoning skills, while also building confidence ahead of upcoming assessments. 
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
